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[image: image2.jpg]< Upon completion of a registration form, Registrants will be asked to
indicate their wish to undertake a DNA test.

< The register co-ordinator will contact each Registrant for further
discussion about the DNA process and to answer any questions.

* DNA sampling packs will be sent to UK DonorLink by the
laboratory.

* As the DNA sampling process must be seen to be ‘tamper evident’
from the outset, each pack will be barcoded with the identification
number of the Registrant. Known family members will also be able
to be identified using this system eg a Donor-Conceived Adult and
their biological parent/s who wished to submit samples either at the
same time or later.

« There will be a separate sample pack for each person to be tested.

< UK DonorLink will send the DNA sample pack to you, you should
then arrange for your GP Practice to take and/or witness the taking
of this sample by yourself. The GP Practice may or may not make
a charge for this service. Alternatively, we can arrange for you to
have the test witnessed and verified by one of our UK DonorLink
Sessional Workers without charge.

< The witness to you taking your sample will need to verify your
identity. Please take along a form of identification eg passport or
photo-driving licence. The witness will then return the sample to
UK DonorLink.

» UK DonorLink will send the sample to the laboratory utilising the
barcode identification number system.

«» The laboratory will undertake the profiling of the sample and add it
to the designated DNA database.

» If a DNA sample cannot be analysed, as the sample is insufficient,
then the laboratory will not make a charge.

The database will run an analysing programme on a regular basis
and the results will be forwarded to UK DonorLink who will manage
the exchange of information process.
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UK DonorLink are working in partnership with LGC Limited, Teddington,
for the provision of a DNA testing service for the Registrants of the UK
DonorLink Register.

A leaflet explaining this service has been prepared by LGC Limited and
is enclosed and should be read in conjunction with this leaflet.

DNA Testing Service

A DNA testing service can be provided for:
<+ Donor-Conceived Adults
<+ Donors
«“+ Genetically related half or full siblings

+ Biological Parent/s of Donor-Conceived Adults — this is available
where biological parent/s give consent and will facilitate greater
linking accuracy.

Service Costs

< The cost for the DNA testing service is £90.00 plus VAT. (There
will be no charge levied for biological parents of donor-conceived
adults). This is a one-off payment and includes the maximum 20
test analysis of the DNA sample; entry onto the DNA database for
life (or for as long as the Registrant wishes to be registered); and a
search for a potential link every time the database analysis is run.

< The charge is imposed by the laboratory and is for the
administration, processing and analysing of the sample. UK
DonorLink have assumed responsibility for facilitating the handling
procedures for samples in order to keep the charge to an absolute
minimum.

< UK DonorLink has, and will continue, to seek sources of funding to
support Registrants unable to meet this charge. UK DonorLink will
be responsible for highlighting potential offspring links to be
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[image: image4.jpg]considered by the laboratory and this will be based on additional
information obtained from the registration process.

“ Once a DNA profile has been analysed from the sample and
placed into the database, the actual DNA sample will be destroyed
after two months. This is in keeping with the laboratory's policy
and samples cannot be returned to Registrants. The sample has
no further use once the ‘20 test analysis’ results are stored in the
database, as it cannot be used for any further testing.

“ Registrants cannot enter into any discussion regarding their results
with the laboratory. UK DonorLink will deal with any questions or
queries with regard to the DNA profile.

% In the event that the partnership with the laboratory should cease,
for whatever reason, then the database will be returned to UK
DonorLink.

“* Registrants can ask for their DNA profile to be removed from the

database at any time. This request should be in writing to UK
DonorLink.

<* The DNA profiles will be used for the sole purpose of seeking links
to other genetically related persons and for no other purpose.

«“+ UK DonorLink will undertake to notify Registrants in the event that
the laws regarding DNA databases are changed, subsequently
altering their rights from those which currently apply.
